· Treasurer
· To be eligible for an Executive Board position you must be registered for 6 credits. 
· The 2010-2011 Student Government will take office on Thursday, April 28, 2011 and will be expected to be active during the summer.
· Student Government Senate Meetings are MANDATORY and will be held every Thursday from 3-5pm in the Senate Chambers for Fall 2011 and Spring 2012. 
· Note: All elected Senators will be able to register for classes early.
